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Dear Parishioners and Friends,

This Wednesday, March 1st,
Lent begins. Many of us will
begin Lent by attending Mass
on Wednesday and having our
foreheads signed with ashes.
During the course of the day we will meet others
who will have also received ashes. Knowing that
we bear those ashes and seeing them on others
speaks to the reality that one day death will come to
all. In the Book of Genesis we hear Abraham tell
God, “I am but dust and ashes” (Genesis 18:27) — a
reference to his human frailty and mortality.

If death is coming, we need to be prepared; and the
time to prepare is now, and the way to prepare is to
live according to God’s ways. Ashes are a plea to
God for mercy and compassion, pardon and forgive-
ness. Moreover they are a public admission of guilt,
an expression of sorrow for the sings that have been
committed, a promise to reform, and a pledge to
resist temptation in the future.

There are several examples from Scripture which
help enlighten our understanding: When the prophet
Daniel “clothed himself in sackcloth and ashes,”
these were a sign of his people’s contrition for their
rebellion, wickedness, and treachery (Daniel 9:3).

When Jonah warned the Ninevites that God planned
to destroy their city because of their corruption and
depravity, “the people covered themselves with
sackcloth and ashes” as a sign of their intention to
turn from their evil ways (Jonah 3:6,10)

We, too, are sinners. When we come forward to re-
ceive ashes on Ash Wednesday, we are saying that
we are sorry for our sins, and that we want to use
this season of Lent to correct our faults, purify our
hearts, control our desires, and grow in holiness so
that we will be prepared to celebrate Easter with
great joy.

Join us at one of the Masses on Ash Wednesday.
Receive and bear the sign of both your mortality and
the pledge to correct your faults and resist tempta-
tion. Masses will be celebrated at 8:00am, 12 noon,
and 6:00pm.
