Please remember to make your
“Easter Duty.” Because of the
central importance of Easter to
the Christian faith, the Catholic
Church requires that all Catholics who have made
their First Communion receive the Holy Eucharist
sometime during the Easter season, which lasts
through Pentecost Sunday, 50 days after Easter.
They should also take part in the Sacrament of Pen-
ance before receiving this Easter communion. This
reception of the Eucharist is a visible sign of our
faith and our participation in the Kingdom of God.
Of course, we should receive Communion as
frequently as possible; this "Easter Duty" is simply
the minimum requirement set by the Church.

On the bulletin boards at the doors of the church you
may have seen a new poster. It shows a man push-
ing open two very large doors. They look to me like
doors at our Cathedral-Basilica. The caption below
the picture reads, “The Door of Faith is Always
Open!” The poster itself is announcing the theme of
this year’s Annual Catholic Appeal. And, to me, it
makes sense.

Through our generosity each year we, in a small but
significant way, either open the door to Faith to
some or keep the doors of Faith open to others. It is
important for us each year to contribute to this most
important evangelization effort of the Church of St.
Louis. Maybe it is more important this year, the
Year of Faith.

In a few weeks the general appeal will begin. We
have pledge cards for every parishioner in our parish
and we make them available after all the Masses on
three successive weekends. Over the past five years
we have made our published goal easily. Four of the
past five years we have exceeded our challenge goal.
