Tenth Sunday in Ordinary Time

ORDINARY TIME

On May 26 we began a part of the liturgical year called Ordinary Time. (Another shorter
season of Ordinary Time occurs between Christmas and Lent.) This period of Ordinary Time
will continue until November 30, the Saturday before the first Sunday of Advent. How many

weeks is that? How many days?

What does the word Ordinary mean? It might sound as though these weeks are plain or
uninteresting, a time when nothing is happening. But in this case “ordinary” has a different
meaning; it comes from the Latin word ordinal, meaning “counted.” We count the weeks in

between the great seasons of the year—
Advent/Christmas and Lent/Easter.

During Ordinary Time the
priest wears a green
chasuble. During these
weeks we read
from a different
Gospel writer in

a three-year cycle.
This year we are
reading from Luke;
next year we will read
from Matthew and
the year after that
from Mark. Each story
we read teaches us

a little more about Jesus
and the great works he

did and the words he spoke.

There is nothing ordinary
about that.

Color this picture of
the vestment the priest
wears at Mass with the
color you see this week.
In the coming weeks
check to see if he wears
a different color. He will
on the feast of Christ the

King, November 24.
Mark your calendar
with a reminder to see
what color he wears
that day.
