Dear Parishioners and Friends,

From the

I remember the announcement
nearly 60 years ago that the
Archdiocese of St. Louis was
going to begin an Apostolate
to the country of Bolivia.
Several diocesan priests and a few Sisters of the
Precious Blood of O’Fallon established this mission.

Over the years a number of our priests have volun-
teered their time to bring the Gospel to and serve the
poor in some of the more remote regions of Bolivia.
There work of evangelization and ministry through
one diocese is unparalleled in mission work. Today
there are four of our priests who continue to carry on
this work while maintaining a diocesan presence
from St. Louis.

Recently Pope Francis visited Bolivia. Archbishop
Carlson commented on his visit by stating that the
Holy Father’s visit demonstrates “how he teaches us
what it means to be Missionaries to Nations.”

The Archbishop further commented that, in his
message to the people, the priests, and the religious
who serve in Bolivia, the Holy Father pointed to the
example of Jesus in the Gospels. “He was not so
much concerned about material objects, cultural
treasures, or lofty ideas. He is concerned with
people.”

His comments had to energize our four priests who
serve there. Truly they have given up many of the
luxuries we take for granted in order to serve God’s
Church and His people right where they are, and
with very little. They are concerned about the
people just as Jesus was.

Our priests in Bolivia today include Bishop Emeri-
tus Morgan Casey who has spent 50 years in
Bolivia. He tells of the difficulty in getting voca-
tions to the priesthood in Bolivia. He maintains that
too few of our priests are interested in working with
the youth. He also says that most of the people who
consider themselves Catholic do not have a sense of
a personal relationship with God through Jesus
Christ. There is a great need for evangelization. Do
you think he might also have been thinking about
our country, too?

Father Tim Noelker has been in Bolivia for only
three years. He volunteered for mission work just a
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few years after his ordination to the Priesthood in St.
Louis. He taught at the seminary in La Paz for 2
years and worked with the youth at both the parish
level and the Archdiocesan level in La Paz. He over-
sees the catechetical program for First Communion in
the outlying neighborhoods of the parish and has also
worked closely with the confirmation program.

Father Patrick Hayden who recently celebrated his
Silver Jubilee of Ordination serves as Pastor of Maria
Reina, a parish of 70,000 residents — one hundred
times the number of residents of St. Mary Magdalen
Parish. In addition, he and another priest, Father
James Michler visit 40 villages within the parish
boundaries — villages mind you, not streets! Thirty of
the forty have active faith communities. These two
priests make sure that Mass is celebrated in each
village with an active faith community at least three
or four times each calendar year. There is no resident
priest due to a lack of vocations. Just a side note —
Fr. Hayden was one of my students at Prep South 35
years ago. I had the privilege of concelebrating his
first Mass and I am very proud of him as he chose to
serve as a missionary in the Latin American Aposto-
late.

Father James Michler recently celebrated his fortieth
anniversary as a priest (ordained in 1975, the year
before me). In addition to his service mentioned
above, Fr. Michler is the diocesan and National
Director of Marriage Encounter in Bolivia. He spends
at least 8 weekends each year helping give Marriage
Encounter retreats and training lay leaders of
Marriage Encounter.

We are called each year to support our priests and our
own diocesan Mission. Contributions are minimal
from a very poor people. They do the best they can
but each ministry, each parish, each effort of evange-
lization and each opportunity to teach about Jesus
Christ relies upon subsidies from the good people of
the Archdiocese of Saint Louis. This year is no
exception. Please be generous to the collection for
the Latin American Apostolate once again this year.
If we give generously we do so because we, like
Jesus, are concerned with people.

He Answers All Our Needs" is a
psalm I have often wondered
about. It's one of my favorites.
How many times have you heard in your life, "God
will answer your prayers in his time, not yours?"

To me, prayer is like true faith. As some of you
know, I get up at 3 AM and pray til 4:30 AM every-
day. I usually go back to bed at 4:30. It all depends
on how much coffee I drink.

I pray for certain people I think about who are going
through tough times and ask God to bless them, heal
them, and comfort them. I pray for people in my
neighborhood, my churches, my friends and my
family. I ask God for a special blessing for all those
to whom I meet on this particular day.

I believe in the power of prayer. I don't have to think
about them twice. | know deep down in my heart, the
Lord DOES hear me and the hand of the Lord DOES
feed us and He DOES answer all our needs.

Knowing this is amazing to me. Being able to share
this with you is amazing to me.

When I was 5 years old, I fell off my bike and rolled
off a cliff. I tumbled down a steep embankment
smashing onto a jagged boulder. There was a huge
gash on my leg and blood was spewing out of it. I
climbed up the embankment thinking my life was
over. | was crying so loud, the neighbors came run-
ning over to see if they could help me along with my
Mom and Dad.

Monsignor Sullivan, who had been visiting my
Grandmother that day put his hand on my head and
said a prayer over me. I could have sworn he was giv-
ing me the last rights the way the ladies were all cry-
ing. But I knew he was asking the Lord to heal me
and my wound.

I got a bunch of stitches in my leg. The next morning,
the wound, although stitched up, was still there.

"How could this be?" I asked myself. A priest prayed
over me and it's supposed to be gone. But eventually,
the wound did heal but left a scar that is still visible
today.
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If we pray today to be healed from a tragedy in our
lives, or for the pain that we go through each day in
our lives, it may take a longer time to be healed then
we hoped for. With love and patience, forgiveness
and time, eventually, the pain will go away. The
scars that are left behind are a blessing, so we can
never forget how God heard our cries and helped us
through that difficult time.
