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Dear Parishioners and Friends,

Earlier this week we read the Gospel
passage from St. Luke that spoke of
Jesus leaving the synagogue where
He was teaching, then going to Pe-
ter’s home and curing Peter’s mother
-in-law, then healing many, many others and driving
out demons, and then announcing that He had to go
to teach in other synagogues throughout all of Judea.

Jesus’ ministry was always to and for the other per-
son, whether the person was in need of healing, con-
soling, or instruction. He never let up in attempting
to bring people to the Father. In the midst of all of
this the Gospel also tells us that Jesus got up early
one morning and went out to a deserted place by
Himself. It doesn’t tell us the purpose but we can
ascertain that it was both to rest and to pray.

We encounter similar scenes throughout the Gospel
in which Jesus goes off to pray, either before a busy
day or at the end of one. Even in the midst of all of
the teaching, healing, driving out of demons, to say
nothing about the travelling from place to place, Je-
sus took time to pray.

As we reflect upon the busy-ness of our own lives
can we say that we are any busier about things than
Jesus was? And is our busy-ness directed toward
helping others or bringing others to God, or is it
about my own concerns? Do we think about taking
time out to pray and red-direct our lives so that we
can come to the realization that we are called to do
God’s work?

Many years ago we were given a prayer to be said at
the beginning of each day to remind us of what our
real purpose is in this life — how all of our efforts
and good works should be directed. This prayer was
called the Morning Offering. I feel that it contains
the words we need to speak each day in prayer as we
direct our lives to God.

The prayer was composed in 1844 by Father Fran-
cois-Xavier Gautrelet. I am including it here. Feel
free to cut this prayer out of the bulletin and keep it
in a place where you can make this your special
prayer at the beginning of each day.

We have the relics of these two great Saints in our
Church.

St. Bernadette Soubirous
(born January 7, 1844; died April 16, 1879)

Bernadette is best known for the Marian apparitions
of a “Beautiful Lady” who asked for a chapel to be
built at the cave-grotto at Massabielle where appari-
tions are said to have occurred between February 11
and July 16, 1858. She would later receive recogni-
tion when the “Lady” who appeared to her identified
herself as the Immaculate Conception. Despite initial
skepticism from the Catholic Church, Bernadette’s
claims were eventually declared "worthy of belief"
after a canonical investigation, and the Marian appa-
rition is now known as Our Lady of Lourdes. The
Marian shrine at Lourdes (Midi-Pyrénées, France)
went on to become a major pilgrimage site, attracting
over five million pilgrims of all denominations each
year. On December 8, 1933, Pope Pius XI declared
Bernadette Soubirous a Saint of the Catholic Church.
Her feast-day was fixed for February 18, the day her
“Lady” promised to make her happy, not in this life,
but in the next. If you ever have the opportunity to
make a pilgrimage to Lourdes, do not pass it up. It is
a most remarkable and holy place.

St. Anthony of Padua
(born 1195; died June 13, 1231)

Anthony was a Portuguese Catholic priest and friar of
the Franciscan Order. He was born and raised in a
wealthy family in Lisbon and died in Padua, Italy.
His contemporaries spoke extensively of his forceful
preaching and expert knowledge of scripture. He was
canonized soon after his death, May 30, 1232, by
Pope Gregory IX. St. Anthony is recognized as the
patron of seekers of lost articles, the elderly, and faith
in the Blessed Sacrament. The reason St. Anthony's
help is invoked for finding things lost or stolen is
traced to an incident that occurred in Bologna.
According to the story, Anthony had a book of
psalms that was of some importance to him as it
contained the notes and comments he had made to
use in teaching his students. A novice who had
decided to leave took the psalter with him. Prior to
the invention of the printing press, any book was an
item of value. Upon noticing it was missing, Anthony
prayed it would be found or returned. The thief was
moved to restore the book to Anthony and return to
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the Order. The stolen book is said to be preserved in
the Franciscan friary in Bologna.
