It won’t be long before the
temperatures outside will tend to
be a little cooler each day and,
not long afterwards, we will
witness the bright yellow and red leaves of the trees
as the fall season arrives. Each year I think of how
lucky we are to be able to experience all four
seasons in the area where we live.

I have a nephew who, for a short time, lived out
west. He pretty much experienced one season in the
desert. It was always summer; high temperature
summer (100’s) and low temperature summer (80°’s)
— but always summer. I remember him longing for
the change of seasons when he returned home on
one occasion. He eventually got back to St. Louis
and now enjoys the change of seasons throughout
the year.

Sometimes I reflect upon the change of seasons and
think about how wonderful God is in creating our
world so that we could experience these things. But
God also sends a message to us about life as we
experience these changes each year. The cyclical
changes are not a whole lot different than the
cyclical changes that take place in our own lives.

The spring of the year is like our birth and child-
hood; a time of growing, nurturing and blooming.
We are not yet fully grown and our experiences in
life are somewhat limited.

When summer comes around we are in the most
productive stages of our lives. Our experiences are
much less limited, we marry, raise children, work
hard, and are most active in a variety of ways.

Then comes fall and with it the letting go of children
as they move into the summer of their lives, the
experiencing of grandchildren, and the planning for
retirement. The graying of our hair is like the
change in the color of the leaves.

During winter everything around us seems lifeless.
The grass and trees are no longer green nor do they
grow any more during this period. It is the time in
our lives that we experience most of our physical
illnesses and difficulties because all that kept us
going before has now diminished greatly. More and
more we think of end of life issues and we prepare
accordingly.
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God’s plan for us has been revealed each year of our
lives through the change of seasons. Where are we in
the seasons of life? Are we aware of God’s presence
to us? After all he invites us to see Him each time we
move into a different season — in the spring when the
grass begins to grow and the trees bud; in the summer
when we enjoy a great deal of activity in our lives; in
the fall when the foliage bursts with color and the
leaves begin to fall; and in the winter when the snow
falls quietly on a lifeless ground and the days become
shorter and the nights longer.

But what follows is new life, a new beginning, a new
year! God surely wants us to be aware of Him and
His goodness to us. He gives us so many ways to
acknowledge Him, experience Him, and relate to
Him.

As we grow we are given life in His Son, Jesus, at
our Baptism, and we begin to learn about our world,
our Church and our Faith. In the most active period
of our lives we are challenged to do the work Jesus
commanded us, especially to love God and to love
our neighbor. We are given both the knowledge and
the means to accomplish this. As we grow older we
continue to do God’s work and, more and more, come
to a greater appreciation of what God has given to us.
Then, we finally prepare ourselves for that final time
in our lives, when we will ultimately be rewarded for
our communion and cooperation with God’s plan; His
call to join Him in His kingdom where all seasons are
rolled into one; everlasting life.

If we cannot see, or if we dismiss, this cyclical nature
of our lives in which we grow both physically and
spiritually, then maybe we are fit only to live in the
desert and to endure its endless heat. God gives us
something to ponder as the temperatures cool and the
colors turn these next several weeks.

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SAINT OF THE WEEK
Saint Vincent de Paul,
the Great Apostle of Charity

Vincent was born in France in 1581 to a family of
peasant farmers. At an early age he showed the
makings of a good student and his father sent him to
school. He studied humanities and graduated in
Theology in Toulouse. He was ordained a priest at
the age of 19 and remained in Toulouse until he
went to Marseille in order to collect an inheritance.
In 1605, on his way back from Marseille, he was
taken captive by Barbary pirates. He was auctioned
off as a slave and spent two years in bondage.

Eventually he became the property of a man whose
wife aided in the escape of all her husband’s slaves.
Vincent escaped in 1607. After returning to France
he went to Rome and continued his studies there
until 1609, at which time he was sent back to France
and became chaplain at the court of King Henry IV
of France.

He served both as chaplain and as parish priest and
was confessor and spiritual director to Countess de
Gondi. The Countess persuaded her husband to
endow and support a group of able and zealous
missionaries who would work among poor tenant
farmer. In 1617 Vincent founded the Ladies of
Charity from a group of wealthy women in his
parish. He organized them to collect funds for
missionary projects, found hospitals, gather relief
funds for the victims of war, and to ransom over
1200 galley slaves from North Africa. From this
group of women, through the assistance of St.
Louise de Marillac, came the Daughters of Charity.

In 1622 Vincent de Paul was appointed chaplain to
the galleys. After working for some time in Paris
among imprisoned galley slaves, he returned to
become the leader of the Congregation of the
Mission, or the Vincentians. These priests with
vows of poverty, chastity, obedience, and stability,
were to devote themselves entirely to the people in
smaller towns and villages.

He was also zealous in conducting retreats for clergy
at a time when there was great laxity, abuse, and
ignorance among them. He became a pioneer in
clerical training and was instrumental in establishing
seminaries. Many priests in the Archdiocese of
Saint Louis, ordained twenty years or more, were
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trained by the Vincentians in our Archdiocesan
seminaries - Prep Seminary (South), Cardinal
Glennon College, and Kenrick Seminary.

Vincent de Paul died at Paris on September 27, 1660.
Vincent was declared Blessed by Pope Benedict XIII
in 1729, and was canonized eight years later on June
16, 1737. St. Vincent’s body was exhumed both in
1712 and in 1737. An eye witness stated that only
the eyes and nose showed some decay. His bones
have been encased in a waxen figure which is
displayed in a glass reliquary in the chapel of the
headquarters of the Vincentian Fathers in Parish (the
Church of St. Lazare). His heart is still incorrupt and
is displayed in a reliquary in the chapel of the
motherhouse of the Daughters of Charity in Paris.

St. Vincent is honored with a Feast Day on the 27" of
September in the Roman Catholic Church, the
Church of England, and the Episcopal Church in the
United States. St. Vincent de Paul is the patron of all
works of charity. The Society of Saint Vincent de
Paul, a charitable organization dedicated to the
service of the poor, was established by French univer-
sity students in 1833, led by Blessed Frederic
Ozanam. Today the Society of St. Vincent de Paul is
represented in 132 countries around the world.
