Very often we have an influence
on the lives of others, yet we may
never know this, or even be aware
of it, unless someone tells us. I received a letter this
past week and I would like to share it with you
because it speaks to the positive influence you have
had on a young man’s life. He writes:

Greetings from Grand Coteau, Louisiana! [ am
nearly two months into my experience at the Jesuit
Novitiate, and I am enjoying it very much. I hope all
is well for you at St. Mary Magdalen, as well. [ miss
being around St. Mary Magdalen for Mass and
youth nights. The church there is so beautiful, and it
is personally meaningful to me.

When [ was serving as a “disciple” on Luke 18 in
March, 2006, I had a very prayerful experience in
that church, after which I committed to making my
faith a more important part of my life. [ began to
attend the youth group at Immaculate Heart of
Mary, which of course merged into the new South
Side Youth Ministry. My experience, in addition to
many nights in the youth group, nourished my faith
and prepared me to accept a call to religious life. 1
am very grateful to all that South Side Youth Minis-
try has done for me — and for all the support that the
parish has provided to the youth group.

Since St. Mary Magdalen has played such an
important role in my faith journey, I thought I would
send a poster that includes me and the other Jesuit
novices from our Province. If you don’t mind, I
would like to request that you hang it somewhere for
parishioners to see — perhaps next to the Archdioce-
san seminarians’ poster. It might encourage parish-
ioners to see that a product of South Side Youth
Ministry — which they have so generously supported
— has gone on to religious life. And it may inspire
some of the parish youth to consider a call to priest-
hood or religious life. Both the studies and the
apostolic work of religious life have been a blessing
for me. I would love to share this blessing with
other men and women from South St. Louis!

Thanks for your time and thanks for all you have
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done for St. Mary Magdalen and South Side Youth
Ministry! I will keep the parish in my prayers.
Please pray for me, too, as I begin the Spiritual
Exercises — a 30 day silent retreat — on Halloween
night.

The letter was signed by Dan Everson, nSJ — a novice
in the Society of Jesus. The poster he sent is on the
bulletin board in the rear of the church. Not only
have you, our parishioners, been a great blessing to
the young seminarians who have been assigned to our
parish over the past five years but also, apparently, to
a young man who came here for Mass and who
participated actively in South Side Youth Ministry.
You may not recognize him but he surely has
recognized you for the support shown to our youth
ministry program — the support that led him to the
Jesuits.

I am including his name and address below and ask
that you continue to pray for him in his response to
God’s call to live as a religious in the Jesuit Commu-
nity. Feel free to write him, also, and let him know
how much you appreciate his acknowledgement of
your support and to also let him know that you will
be praying for him.

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Saint of the Week
St. Charles Borromeo
Feast Day, November 4

St. Charles Borromeo (1538-
1584) was a member of a noble
family and a nephew of Pope
Pius IV. He was made a Cardinal
at the age of 23 and assisted the Pope (his uncle) in
administering the affairs of the Holy See and in gov-
erning the Church in the Post-Reformation period. He
was instrumental in having the Pope reconvene the
Council of Trent (the Church’s response to the Refor-
mation), which had been suspended in 1552. Charles
played a leading role in guiding and in fashioning the
decrees of the last group of sessions.

He refused the headship of the Borromeo family on
the death of his only brother, Count Frederick
Borromeo. Instead he was ordained a priest in 1563.
Soon thereafter he was made Archbishop of Milan.
Before being allowed to take possession of the
Archdiocese of Milan he oversaw the development of
the catechism, the Roman missal, and the breviary.
Each of these were called for by the Council of Trent

His endeavors on behalf of the Council of Trent
(1545-1564) were especially praiseworthy and
productive. Upon enforcing its decrees in his own
Archdiocese of Milan, he was able to thoroughly
reform Catholic life there.

He also put into effect measures to improve the
morals and manners of the clergy and laity; raised the
effectiveness of diocesan operation; and established
seminaries for the education of the clergy. He also
founded a Confraternity of Christian Doctrine (CCD)
for the religious instruction of children; and increased
the systems to the poor and needy.

He founded a society of secular priests (known today
as the Oblates of St. Charles) in 1578, and was active
in preaching, resisting the inroads of Protestantism,
and bringing back lapsed Catholics to the Church.

During a plague, he walked barefooted in the public
streets, carrying a cross, with a rope around his neck,
offering himself as a victim to God for the transgres-
sions of his people. He, and those accompanying
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him, as they ministered to the dying were never
infected by the plague.

He died in 1584, dressed in sackcloth and ashes,
holding a picture of Jesus Crucified in his hands.
His last words were, "See, Lord, I am coming, I am
coming soon." His burial tomb is in the cathedral of
Milan.

St Charles Borromeo is the Patron Saint of Bishops;
catechists; catechumens; intestinal disorders and dis-
eases; seminarians; spiritual directors; and spiritual
leaders.
