At the end of this week we will    
celebrate the Feast of All Saints on 
Nov. 1st and All Souls on Nov. 2nd.  

These two feasts are tied together in several ways.  
In both celebrations we recall those who have gone 
before us, whether it be centuries before or merely 
years before.  We remember the good they have 
done in this world, only to be rewarded for their 
goodness in this earthly life with eternal life in 
heaven. 
 

As we contemplate the lives of those who preceded 
us, and who died in the Lord, and are in heaven with 
God, we should take time, too, to think about our 
own future.  Even the best of the saints were not 
saved by their good works, but by the blood of 
Christ.  In the words of Pope Francis, “God is the 
one who saves, He is the one who carries us to that 
heaven were our forebears are.”  “That is our hope,” 
he said, “and this hope does not disappoint.  If we 
live our lives with the Lord, He will never disap-
point us.” 
 

On the feast of All Saints and on the Day of the 
Dead it is important to think about hope.  The early 
Christians used an anchor as a symbol of 
hope.  We should strive to have our hearts 
anchored up there where our loved ones 
are, where the saints are, where Jesus is, where God 
is.  That is the hope that doesn’t disappoint.   
 

The feasts of All Saints and All Souls are days of 
hope.  The virtue of Hope is like a bit of leaven that 
enlarges your soul.  There are difficult moments in 
life, but with hope you go forward and keep your 
eyes on what awaits us.  Our brothers and sisters are 
in the presence of God, and we, too, will be there in 
the Lord’s arms if we follow the path of Jesus. 
 

As we experience the daily sunset, each one of us 
can think of the sunset of our lives.  Do we look    
forward to it with hope and with the joy of being 
welcomed by the Lord? 
 

Pray for all who have gone before us.  We can be 
sure that they are praying for us.

Dorothy Case Hynes (Class of 1939) “When it 
rained we got to buy a hamburger and drink for 10 
cents instead of walking home for lunch. 
 
 

David Bakunas (Class of 1944) “The spicy, ginger, 
unbridled wit yet unqualified and obvious love of 
Sr. M. Baptista had for all her students. SMM               
Parish was an absolute comfort zone during a period 
of international turmoil of WWII.” 
 
 

JoAnn Murphy Faerber (Class of 1945) “ Sr. Anto-
nio taught me to read in first grade—still one of my 
greatest joys.  Thinking the Sisters wore roller 
skates because they moved so quickly!” 
 
 

Harry Book (Class of 1946) “ Our class was in third 
grade when the structural steel was going up for the 
new church. One evening three classmates were 
playing tag on the steel beams. The next day the 
boys were talking about it and our teacher, Sr. Mary 
Peters, was listening to the conversation and relayed 
the story to Fr. Hollander.  That night, there was a 
security guard at the church and following day a 
fence was installed around the area.  The following 
weekend Ozzie painted all  the windows black in the 
classrooms on the north side of the school so we 
couldn’t look out and watch the construction.”

Getting more from your Prayer Life

We just passed the 29th Sunday of the year which 
means we are approaching the end of the year of our 
journey with Christ. (December 2nd is the beginning 
of a new year for us). Each year we get the grace of 
beginning again in our relationship with God. This is 
the time of the year to now reflect on our lives and 
“see” how we did in our relationship with God. This 
time of self reflection helps to us too “see” our 
strengths and weakness in our relationship with God, 
Neighbor, and Self.

Within the 
mix of who we are is the Indwelling of the Trinity, 
which makes us more than we are by nature. We have 
a supernatural aspect to our nature. Grace is stronger 
than sin, and we will win! Alleluia! We will win the 
battle against ourselves through grace! Amen
